Department of Economic Development and Tourism is now th e Regional
Certifying Body (RCB) for Tasmania

In May 2008, the Federal Immigration Minister approved the appointment of the
Depart ment of Economic Devel opment a

The RCB is responsible for pre-visa assessment of Regional Sponsorship Migration
Scheme (RSMS) Visas as well as assessing minimum salary and skill concessions for
Temporary Business (Short Stay) Subclass 457 Visas. The RSMS scheme was
introduced by the Australian Government to encourage skilled migrants to move to
regional Australia where an employer has a skilled, full-time vacancy that cannot be
filled locally.

A panel of State and Federal Government officials considers applications during a
monthly panel meeting. The panel meets on the second Tuesday of each month.
Complete applications are due by the first Thursday of the month.

To help manage the RCB function and growing interest in Tasmania as a migration
destination, the Migration Team has hired Daniel Verdouw, a recent University of
Tasmania graduate. Please contact Daniel with all your employer sponsorship
enquiries.

Note We have been receiving RSMS applications without the minimum two years
written into the employment contract. Please make sure that this is explicitly stated
in the contract as the Department of Immigration and Citizenship (DIAC) requires
this to finalise applications. For more information, please visit our website (see

457 Salary threshold changes (1 August 2008)

The 457 Temporary Visa is about to include new minimum salary changes. The new
minimum salary level (MSL) for 457 Visas has risen from $41 850 to $43 440 per
annum. For ICT professionals, the MSL will rise to $59 480 from $57 300.

The MSL concession rate in regional areas (such as Tasmania) will rise to $39 100
(from $37 665) and $53 530 (from $51 570) for ICT professionals. For more

457 Education Changes (1 July 2008)
